THE VINEYARD The Williams family has been growing
grapes on Red Mountain for more than 30 years. No
wonder we were excited to get a chance to make
wine from the Heart of the Hill Vineyard. Located
just up the road from Kiona and Ciel du Cheval, it’s
on the east side of Sunset Road not far from Hedges.
We think this Mourvedre is showing plenty of ma-
turity and style even though the vines are young.
There’s no stopping the Red Mountain terroir from

showing through.

new Saury French oak and 50% once used Vicard

French oak.

THE SPECS pH 3.75, TA 5.9 g/L, alcohol 15.8%

THE WINE Kiona Vineyard has been the source of many
fine wines in the last 20 years due to the vision of the
Williams family and the terroir of their vineyards on

Red Mountain. Scott Williams nurtured this Mourve-
dre to maturity in the fall of 2007 at their Heart of the
Hill vineyard on Sunset Road. This cousin of Syrah is
loaded with spicy Rhéne character and lots of white

pepper. This wine has sufficient depth of structure to

give it a long life in the cellar.
